The Sunshine Success Stories identifies learners who have reached their life goals as a result of their
participation in the adult education system and are now active in their communities.

How to participate in the Sunshine Success Stories: Nominations may be submitted by any Florida
adult education teacher, administrator, or agency. Complete the nomination application form and email
it with a photograph of the nominee to Julie Roberts at: Julie@aceofflorida.org.

The deadline is March 3, 2017. All nominations will be reviewed for completeness and for how closely
they address the criteria stated on the nomination form. Incomplete nominations and nominations that
don’t address the criteria will not be considered. Students with accepted nominations will be contacted
for verification of the information. A signed release must be obtained from the students before any
stories are used and no personal contact information will be distributed through the project.

Selecting Adult Student Winners

Two students will be selected as Sunshine Success Story winners. The student success stories
recognition will take place at the COABE/ACE Conference General Session, Tuesday, April 4™, at the
Disney Coronado Springs Resort. If your nominee is selected to be showcased at the COABE/ACE
Conference, ACE will pay travel and one night hotel expenses for the student to attend the Tuesday
morning General Session.
